STATUS OF THE PROGRAM:

They are able to collect Rs. 10,000/- so far. A book and stationery
donation programme was conducted on 08/02/2022.

Regular tutions are being
planned for the disadvantaged sections in our college viscinity with the help of
Global Service Society (GSS), a local NGO.
